Tap the bolt heads with a hammer to set them firmly against
the leg. Place the nuts on the bolts and tighten securely.

Step 3 — Secure arms to back assembly

Place the parts on a protected surface such as cardboard or
blankets to assemble them.

Push the back into the Place a washer on a 3" lag and fasten the back of the arm to
seat against the back seat slat. Fasten with the four 2%z screws the back of the chair. Be sure to align top and bottom of arm,
using the pilot holes in the seat side rail. as well as back of arm.
